
Bluetooth Protocol for the Additel ADT260Ex 

1. Connection procedures

1.1 Search for devices

Search for peripheral Bluetooth devices through service UUID and broadcast
packets, and initiate a connection after finding them.
The Bluetooth connection interfaces of mobile phones and computers may not be
able to display these units because they will  block Bluetooth devices that  are
useless to them, so please use professional Bluetooth software to search.

1.2 Get notification and write characteristic value

After the connection is successful, get the notification and write characteristic
value based on the service UUID and characteristic value UUID, and open the
notification immediately.

1.3 Send handshake command to gauge

For the ADT260Ex, the unit will send command ”CODE?” to Bluetooth client,
then  the  client  should  send  handshake  command  “@”  to  the  gauge,  with
terminator "\r\n". If the Bluetooth client fails to send handshake command within 5
seconds, the communication will be disconnected.

1.4 Communication

After  the  handshake  connection  established,  use  notification  and  write
characteristics to receive and send SCPI commands from the device.

2. Protocol
